Central Oregon Snowbusters Drag Race Rules
· All participants must sign waiver prior to competition.

· During race there will be a “zero tolerance” for alcohol. Any participant who is seen with or alcohol is smelled on will be disqualified without refund immediately.

· Race officials have the final word in any dispute; any dispute will be reviewed & dealt with as fairly as possible.

Stock Classes:
· Snowmobiles in stock classes are to be stock in appearance with functioning hood & seat. Snowmobiles with aftermarket lightweight seats, hoods, suspension skids will not be able to run in the stock classes.
· Snowmobiles in stock classes must use the factory exhaust pipe, aftermarket exhaust cans will be allowed in the stock classes.
· Aftermarket skis will be allowed in stock classes
· Snowmobiles in stock classes will be allowed to run different length, lug pattern, & pitch tracks than what they came with.
· Engine modifications of any kind are not allowed in stock classes.
· Snowmobiles will allowed to run in the next higher cc class than what the factory cc rating is.
· An engine kill switch is recommended but not reqired.
Improved Classes:

· Snowmobiles in improved classes are required to have factory appearing hood & seat. Aftermarket lightweight seats, hoods, & suspension skids are allowed in improved classes.

· Snowmobiles in improved classes may run single aftermarket exhaust pipes & cans, twin or triple aftermarket exhaust pipes & cans, & stinger style silencers.
· Aftermarket heads, or head work is allowed in improved classes.

· Internal engine work is allowed in improved classes, engines that have been changed to a bigger displacement need to be brought to race official’s attention & placed in the proper class.

· Snowmobiles in improved classes will be allowed to any length, lug pattern, & pitch of track.

· Use of Nitrous, Superchargers, & Turbos is not allowed in improved classes.

· Engines of a lower cc will be allowed to run in the next higher cc class.

· An engine kill switch is highly recommended but not required.

Open Mod Classes:

· Snowmobiles in open mod classes are not required to have hood or seat. Aftermarket lightweight hoods, seats, & suspension skids are allowed in open mod classes.
· Snowmobiles in open mod classes may run any pipe, can combination.

· Aftermarket heads or head work is allowed in open mod classes.

· Internal engine work is allowed in open mod classes, engines that have been changed to a bigger displacement need to be brought to race official’s attention & placed in the proper class.

· Snowmobiles in open mod classes will be allowed to run any track length, lug pattern, & pitch of track.

· The use of Nitrous, Superchargers, & Turbos is allowed in open mod classes.

· Engines of a lower cc will be allowed to run in the next higher cc class.

· An engine kill switch is very highly recommended but not required.

General Information:

· The races will start off of a beamed Christmas Tree which has Red Light capabilities.

· The finish line will be beamed & have a win light.

· Snowmobiles will start off of a “starting block”. Each starting block will be 4’ wide by 16’ long & will consist of plywood. The center of each block will have a snowmobile track attached down the middle of the block that will be the entire length of the starting block. Starting blocks will have matching tracks. Tracks will be low profile tracks that have a lug height of 5/8” to 1”. Starting blocks will be similar to blocks used at Yellowstone & Chelan Races.

· Entry fee is $45.00 for first class entered & $30.00 for each class entered thereafter. Entry fees must be paid each day for all classes other than Outlaw, & Ladies Only classes.
· Trophies & cash payout will be awarded at the conclusion of each day for all classes other than Outlaw & Ladies Only classes.

· All classes will be double elimination including Outlaw & Ladies Only classes.

· Final winner of Outlaw & Ladies only classes will be decided Sunday. Winners of the respective classes from day one will race the winners of the respective classes from day two for payout & trophy. Final round will also be double elimination format.

· All participants must be over 18 years of age.
